—Report on B.C. Soil Degradation Hbrkshop
(Laurens van Vliet, Pedologist)

The first B.C. Soil Degradation Workshop was held in Harrison Hot
Springs on February 17 and 18, 1983. The purpose of the workshop was to
create an awareness of what soil degradation problems we have in B.C. and
how serious they are, both in agriculture and in forestry. Up to 160
people attended the first day with presentations that dealt with all as-
pects of soil degradation in B.C. The program included 3 keynote speakers
on soil degradation in Canada, in Forestry in B.C. and in Agriculture in
B.C. as overview papers. After lunch, a series of short papers were pre-
sented on degradation effects of soil erosion, acidification, organic mat-
ter loss, compaction, subsidence of organic soils, improper water manage-
ment, linear development, land clearing, forest harvesting and site prepa-
ration, access road related problems in forestry, mass movement, and on
soil conservation. Each paper dealt with degradation causes, effects,
extent for B.C. and remedial measures.

In the morning of the second day, 3 buses took the workshop par-
ticipants on a field trip to look at soil degradation problems in the
Chilliwack Forest Region, Sumas Prairie and soil erosion on vegetable pro-
ducing lands in the Matsqul municipality. The meetings continued in the
afternoon with workshop group discussions on the different types of soil
degradation, mainly regarding remedial measures, program, policy and
research needs.

The main conclusions that came out of the workshop are: (1) The
collective knowledge about soil degradation in B.C. is rapidly increasing,
but is far from complete to evaluate the seriousness and extent of soil
degradation for all of B.C. (2) For most kinds of soil degradation,
present technology is available but is not often being used to correct or
prevent degradation problems because of economic and political reasons.

The proceedings of the B.C. Soil Degradation Workshop will be
available in June 1983.

The B.C. Soil Degradation workshop was under the auspices of
the B.C. Land Resource Science Lead Committee and the B.C. Engineering Lead
Committee.
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The Working Group on Organic Horizons, Folisols, and
Humus Form Classification
(Summary supplied by Rick Trowbridge)

- Following a soil tour in September of 1979 to the North Coast of
B.C., soil correlators Terry Lord and Charles Tarnocai (both of Ag. Canada)
requested Rick Trowbridge (B.C. Ministry of Forests) to form and chair a
working group on organic, soil-related classification problems
" encountered. The core working group members were: Bob Green and Dr. Karel
Klinka of the Ministry of Forests, Herb Luttmerding and Andrew Harcombe of
the Ministry of Environment, Drs. Lawrence Lowe and Tim Ballard of U.B.C.,
and Dr. Dave Moon from Ag. Canada. There was an additional corresponding
membership of about twenty other professionals.

The group produced two progress reports detailing the problems
and suggesting possible solutions (limited copies available from R.
Trowbridge). During the same period of time, the Ministry of Forests
published Taxonomic Classification of Humus Forms in Ecosystems of British
Columbia, by Klinka, Green, Trowbridge, and Lowe and was outlined in the
groups' progress reports. That publication is available on request from
the Information Services Branch of the Ministry of Forests. The groups’
work on folisolic soils has lead to a proposal to create a new soil order
and is now being coordinated by the chairman of the subcommittee on soil
classification. Work on the definitions of organic horizons continues to
be a major problem and requires considerably more data before proposals for
changes can be made.

The group met recently and decided to become inactive for a
period of two to three years while the folisolic soil classification
changes go through the proper channels for consideration, the humus form
classification is tested and updated by the Ministry of Forests, and new
data on organic horizons can be collected and analyzed. For further
information contact Rick Trowbridge or any of the other members of the
working group.
